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Mrs Penny couldn't boil water. That was the 
unanimously contemptuous verdict of her 
female neighbours. Mrs Penny was our next 
door neighbour and relied heavily in domestic 
matters on my grandmother, the most 
charitable, civic-minded and competent of 
women. She took self-help to the literal 
extreme of being, by common consent, the 
best layer-out of corpses within miles.  As the 
many neighbours and relations that passed 
through our portals passed on, there would 
be a knock on the back door. I would answer 
it and a sobbing near-relative of the 
deceased would blurt out the forlorn plea, 
'would your gran come round and lay me 
mother out?'

What Mrs Penny did have was a country 
cousin who sent her a goose every 
Christmas. Just before every Christmas my 
grandmother prepared the bird for cooking, 
and the six of we family members would 
surround the unhappy goose, plucking, 
drawing and singeing, until the room was a 
whirling snowstorm resembling a ludicrous 
pillow Þght in a Marx Brothers Þlm Our 
compensation was the feathers for stufÞng 
pillows and the giblets which my 
grandmother transformed into a relishable 
pie.

Yuletide after yuletide this happened, the 
stand out year being 1940, when, with Mrs 
Penny et al cowering in their Anderson 
shelters, we stoically plucked away at her 
goose while the Gotterdammerung of the 
Hun blitz raged around us. We swarmed in 
frenzied attack around the goose like six 
SpitÞres attacking a Heinkel bomber. This 
was our Þnest hour.

A wet blanket to the end, just before the next 
Christmas, Mrs Penny was called to glory. 
There was a knock at the back door and a 
weeping daughter speaking the ritualistic 
words. 'would your gran come round and lay 
me mother out?'

And bang went our giblet pie.

Thanks to the hard work and dedication of the 
local Fire Service, Harpenden and St. Albans 
families can enjoy themselves over the festive 
period in the knowledge that the Fire Service is 
on standby should an emergency occur. 

At their Þre station in St Albans the ÞreÞghters 
(those not on duty) have their "ofÞcial# 
Christmas lunch, cooked by watch ofÞcers, on 
December 23rd. There#s plenty of fun and even 
a "Secret Santa# with lots of embarrassing gifts!

So Christmas Day is like any other day, maybe 
a turkey sandwich, waiting for the call to action. 
If there happens to be a larger emergency then 
the Harpenden station will be called into action 
and the team (fully trained reserves) will be 

alerted at home to "drop everything# and get to 
the Station immediately.

The "Watches# (Red, Green, Blue and White)  
work on 9 hour day shifts and 15 hour night 
shifts, rotating across the Christmas and New 
Year period so at least some of the time is 
spent with their families and friends.

Next time you hear and see a Fire Engine on 
route give a thought to all the staff who 
work in the Service and how they protect us 
in so many ways.

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I recently called into the local Fire Station 
in St. Albans where their new Station 
Commander Trevor Brown, informed me 
of the main problems the Service tackles 
over the festive period. Many of them can 
be avoided with simple commonsense 
and planning.

Chimney Þres.  Have your chimney swept 
and donÕt overload with fuel.  A hose full 
of water down your chimney will put out 
the Þre but make a real mess of your 
room.

Christmas tree lights.  DonÕt leave them 
on all night and donÕt overload your 
sockets with too many plugs. Fires can 
easily start this way.

Wheelie Bins.  Be careful not to tip in hot 
fat and donÕt Þll with wrapping paper both 
of which could ignite. Keep these 
separate and store till collection day.

T Lights (candles).  Always use them with 
proper T-light holders and never leave 
them directly on the surface of plastic or 
wood surfaces. They could heat the 
surface and ignite it.
 
Lost keys.  If you loose or forget your 
house keys and request the Fire Service 
to help it will be costly and messy. Unless 
itÕs an emergency you will be charged and 
they will break the door/lock etc to effect 
entry. So contact a locksmith instead, it 
will be a lot cheaper.  

Flooding.  Burst pipes leads to ßooding 
and pumping out water is a messy and 
stressful problem. In periods of very cold 
weather make sure your home is well 
insulated and your central heating is left 
on when you are out.
